My eyes tell me that the pencil is about five inches long,
and a quarter of an inchin thickness. Its shape is round
like a pillar, quite flat at one end, and tapering to a point
to the other.  Its colour is a beautiful light brown, with
dark streaks. Itis at present lying on a sheet of white
paper, with an old pen on one side, and a short piece of red
sealing-wax on the other. By feeling, I perceive its shape
to be exactly what my eyes communicated. But I ascertain
something which my sight could not tell, namely, that the
pencil is as hard as the sealing-wax. Itis smooth on one
side, and rough on the other. When I put it to my nostril,
I perceive that it has a very slight pleasamﬁ:r, like that
of cedar-wood. Its taste is sweetish. It no sound.

This piece of India-rubber, or caoutchoue, is three inches
long, two broad, and one thick. ~Itis in shape of a sort of
solid oblong. = Its colour is nearly black, with whitish or
greyish parts in the middle. Some portions of it seem some-
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what brown. Its smell is strong, and rather disagreeable.
It has no peculiar taste, though some boys are fond of
chewing it. I shall now make some experiments with it.
While I hold one end, you must pull out the other. When
you let go, it returns to its former shape. Thus I find it to
be elastic. Next, I put a small piece into the candle, and
I perceive that it takes fire very readily, burning with bril-
liant light, white at the bottom and red at the top, emit-
ting a considerable quantity of black smoke. I therefore
ascertain that it is enflammable. By putting it into water,
I perceive it floats, so its specific gravity must be less than
that of water. I further observe that it does not diminish
its bulk, from which I infer that it is nsoluble in water.
I have been informed, however, that tar will dissolve it. I
have found it very useful in rubbing out pencil-marks.

These mines are in Wales, Derbyshire,
Lanarkshire, and other parts of England and Scotland.
Lead is bluish-white, very bright when cut or newly melt-

“ed, but becoming dull and dim after it has been in the
air for some time. It has no taste, but if you rub it, you
will perceive a slight smell. It is very soft, and may be
hammered intv thin plates. It Is casily melted, as you
may prove by putting a piece in the fire.

FIFTH SERIES.
Lesson 1.— Parts of Thirgs.

Example.—A penknife

There is a penknife before me. I bought it at the
cutler’s in Oxford Street. He either made it himself,
or bought it at a town in Yorkshire called Sheflield,
where immense quantities are made. It consists of
two parts, each formed of a different substance. 1. The
handle of horn, probably that of a stag. It is of a brown
colour, rough and hard. It has several small studs in it,
for the purpose of holding the sides of the knife together.
On one side there is a very small silver plate, with the
owner’s name engraven thereon.  The second substance
is steel, of which the blade is composed. Steel is an arti-
ficial metal, the result of iron prepared with charcoal. It
is very hard and smooth. ~ 'When properly tempered, it
makes very sharp blades.
