. What do you mean by sinning against God ?

To sin against God is, to do any thing that God forbids me,
or not to do what God commands me.

. And what must you do to be saved from the anger of God,

which your sins have deserved ?

. I must be sorry for my sins, I must pray to God to forgive

me what is past; and serve him better for the time to
come.
Will God forgive you if you pray for it? x

. I hope he will forgive me if I trust in his mercy, for the

sake of what Jesus Christ has done, and what he has
suffered.
