It seems to me as if it were but yesterday, a cold, bright afternoon, in Dec. of
1891, that I came to see you at your home . . . . Before leaving your house, it came
to my mind to ask you about a question, which had been puzzling me for last few

days. The question was one of a series contained in the application for admission to

Park College. Every question but one of the series I had worked out with the help of
my friends, and French and English books at my disposal. The one, that I could
not answer, was something like this, “What are you intending to become after your
graduation?” . . . And in my perplexity, I asked you “What to answer to such a
question?”— You replied “Write there “I am intending to become a useful man
to humanity in general, and to my nation in particular.’” — So I did.

Since then six years have elapsed. I have looked to that motto unceasingly,
and more consciously. Every lecture, yea, almost every word, that I have heard in
Union Theo. Seminary, during last three years, has emphasized that motto.

The condition of my martyred people grew worse day-by-day. After enduring

in the name of Christ, tribulations, persecutions and massacres, such as no pen can

ever describe; those who escaped the sword and the fire are now coming to this land

of New Canaan for their lives. " *.

But here also, contrary to a

their expectations, they find that they have to face

other sufferings from the very first . . . . .

How were they to explain that they were Armenians and not Turks? Christians

and not Mohammedans? How explain that they wanted bread and butter and not

luxuries, water and not beer, work and not money? How many o
f

these Armenians

would prove intelligent workmen, loyal and patriotic citizens, if they could but stam

mer in English?

But how are they to learn English? There are good reasons why most o
f

them

can not attend school; they can neither get any suitable text-book to study in their

rooms; and there is not even a
n

efficient person in sight to prepare one. But shall

these Armenians continue to suffer in this land also for the lack o
f

such

means? — I thought they ought not; and looking at the motto, which you had so

kindly suggested to me at the very first step o
f my education, I felt that it is the time

that I ought to do my share to alliviate her sufferings. . . . .

I have dedicated this book to you, because you led me in the right path o
f

service to humanity. And if this book, even partially fulfills it
s aim, hundreds and

thousands o
f men, women, children, and especially widows and orphans will bless

you and them, who are the cause not only o
f my education, but also o
f

their comfort

in this land of liberty.

“Mother is making coffee, and she will
want the coffee-pot, and also the platter for the

meat. Take them to her please, and when you
come back, bring the spoon-holder and the
spoons, and the salt and pepper."

To set the table, we spread the table-cloth
first, and then we put the napkins in their places.

We put on the plates next, and lay a knife and
a fork and a spoon at each plate.

We next cut the bread in neat slices, and
put them upon the bread plate. We set a glass

at cach place, and fill it with fresh water from
the pitcher.
We put salt and pepper upon the table,

and the mustard-pot for those who like mustard.

We bring the butter last, so that it will keep hard.
If we have coffee for dinner, we put cups,

saucers, tea-spoons, and the sugar bowl upon

the sidetable, until we are ready for the coffee.
Before we bring in the coffee, we take

away the dishes, the plates, and the knives and
forks, and sweep the table-cover neatly.
Then we end the dinner with coffee. Some

people like to drink black coffee. Others like
it with sugar and cream.

north remained unchanged. Steadily the wondrous transfiguration

went on. Hands of angels, hidden from mortal eyes, shifted the
scenery of the heavens; the glories of night dissolved into the glories
of dawn. •

The blue sky now turned more softly gray; the great watch
stars shut up their holy eyes; the east began to kindle. Faint streaks
of purple soon blushed along the sky; the whole celestial concave
was filled with the inflowing tides of the morning light, which
came pouring down from above in one great ocean of radiance; till
at length, as we reached the Blue Hills, a flash of purple fire blazed
out from above the horizon, and turned the dewy tear-drops of
flower and leaf into rubies and diamonds. In a few seconds, the
everlasting gates of the morning were thrown wide open, and the
lord of day, arrayed in glories too severe for the gaze of man, began
his state.

I do not wonder at the superstition of the ancient Magians,
who in the morning of the world went up to the hill-tops of Central
Asia, and, ignorant of the true God, adored the most glorious work
of his hand. But I am filled with amazement, when I am told, that,
in this enlightened age and in the heart of the Christian world,

there are persons who can witness this daily manifestation of the
power and wisdom of the Creator, and yet say in their hearts,
“There is no God.”

BIRDS OF SPRING.

The happiest bird of our spring, however, and one that rivals
the European lark, in my estimation, is the Boblincon, or Boblink,

a
s he is commonly called. He arrives at this choice portion of the

year, which in this latitude, answers to the description o
f

themonth

o
f May so often given by the poets. With us it begins about the

middle o
f May, and lasts until nearly the middle of June.

Earlier than this, winter is apt to return on its traces, and to
blight the opening beauties of the year; and later than this, begin

the parching, and panting, and dissolving heats o
f

summer. But in

this genial interval nature is in all her freshness and fragrance: “The
rains are over and gone, the flowers appear upon the earth, the
time o

f

the singing o
f

birds is come, and the voice of the turtle is

heard in the land.’’

The trees are now in their fullest foliage and brightest verdure;

the woods are gay with the clustered flowers of the laurel; the air

is perfumed by the sweet-brier and the wild-rose; the meadows are
enameled with clover-blossoms, while the young apple, the peach,

and the plum begin to swell, and the cherry to glow, among the
green leaves.
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This is the chosen season of revelry of the Boblink. He comes
amidst the pomp and fragrance of the season; his life seems all
sensibility and enjoyment, all song and sunshine. He is to be found
in the soft bosoms of the freshest and sweetest meadows, and is

most in song when the clover is in blossom. He perches on the
topmost twig of a tree, or on some long, flaunting weed, and as he

rises and sinks with the breeze, pours forth a succession of rich,

tinkling notes, crowding one upon another, like the outpouring
melody of the sky-lark, and possessing the same rapturous character.

Sometimes he pitches from the summit of a tree, begins his
song as soon as he is upon the wing, and flutters tremulously down
to the earth, as if overcome with ecstasy at his own music. Some
times he is in pursuit of his paramour; always in full song, as if he
would win her by his melody; and always with the same appear

It was now the middle of November. The weather up to this
time had been, with the exception of a couple of days of fog and
rain, delightful. The sky has a milder and lighter azure than that
of the Northern States. The wide, clean sand-bars stretching for
miles together, and now and then a flock of wild geese, swans, or
sand-hill cranes, and pelicans, stalking along on them; the infinite
varieties of form of the towering bluffs; the new tribes of shrubs and
plants on the shores; the exuberant fertility of the soil, evidencing
itself in the natural as well as cultivated vegetation; in the height
and size of the corn, of itself alone a matter of astonishment to an
inhabitant of the Northern States; in the thrifty aspect of the young
orchards, literally bending under their fruit; the surprising size and
rankness of the weeds, and, in the enclosures where cultivation had
been for a while suspended, the matted abundanee of every kind of
vegetation that ensued, – all these circumstances united to give a
novelty and freshness to the scenery. The bottom forests everywhere
display the huge sycamore, the king of the Western forest, in all
places an interesting tree, but particularly so here, and in Autumn,
when you see its white and long branches among its red and yellow
fading leaves. You may add, that in all the trees that have been
stripped of their leaves, you see them crowned with verdant tufts
of the viscus or mistletoe, with its beautiful white berries, and their
trunks entwined with grape-vines, some of them in size not much
short of the human body. To add to this union of pleasant circum
stances, there is a delightful temperature of the air, more easily felt
than described. There is something, too, in the gentle and almost
imperceptible motion, as you sit on the deck of the boat, and see
the trees apparently moving by you, and new groups of scenery

still opening upon your eye, together with the view of these ancient
and magnificent forests which the axe has not yet despoiled, the
broad and beautiful river, the earth and the sky, which render such
a trip at this season the very element of poetry.-TIMOTHY FLINT

THE CURFEW SHALL NOT RING TO-NIGHT.
Many, many years ago it was the custom in England to have a

bell rung at nightfall as a signal for the people to cover up their
fires and put out their lights. The custom was established by Will
iam the Conqueror, and the bell thus rung was called the curfew.

The following story — which has also been beautifully told in

All the people of the village sat in their houses sorrowful, all

save one girl of eighteen years. She stood in the long street, wretch
ed, and alone, and watching, hardly knowing what she should do.
The old sexton who had rung the bell at sunset for seventy

years would soon be going his way to ring it; and at its slow bing,
bang, the jailer would lead out the young prisoner to die. His orders
were, "At the ringing of the curfew.”
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The girl, almost crazed with grief at the thought of the fate
that was to befall her lover, had come to a desperate resolve. She
was waiting for the sexton. "Would he listen to her? Dare he? He
must! Oh, he must!” she moaned, great tears standing in her wild
eyes. What she was to do she hardly knew, or of what use it could
be; but she would not have that curfew ring.
It was the law of the land, judges had said it, and she was only

a cottage girl; but she would conquer the law. “It shall not ring,”
she said to herself.

The crimson clouds were all fading in the west, chill shadows
c1ept about her, and steadily sank the sun. A moment of terrible
silence fell on the village. The jailer had gone by the prison; and
now the sexton turned out and limped his way towards the church.
Knowing what a solemn and awful thing would happen in the

next few minutes, the people all held their breath: some knelt, some
stood; all prayed, and waited. The girl walked to the sexton’s side.
"Oh, sexton, you must not, you must not—you shall not ring!”

she pleaded, wringing her hands, her eyes red and swollen with
hot, scalding tears.
The deaf old sexton shook his head, and moved on towards the

Every step of the way towards that dreadful door she pleaded
and wept and agonized. To be hanged herself would seem as nothing,
compared with his being hanged!

Once again the rope pulled, and again the bell rolled,

and again her limbs touched the cold sides. Her ears were clear;

she listened; it was mute. A hum, not louder than the hum of a bee

in a flower, and not heard any farther, mingled with the creaking

the old rolling beam.
The three pulls were finished! Still she hung on. Would he pull

once more? Listening, she faintly heard below the old sexton go out

and the tower door close behind him. Then she relaxed her aching

arms, and dropped to her feet. The chamber swam and the tower

reeled. She staggered a moment, then felt her
way slowly down

1adder after ladder, and let herself timidly out into the twilight.

All was still in the jail. The jailer, waiting breathless, listened
for the curfew. The young prisoner stood with hands tied. The

villagers heard their own hearts beat a
s they awaited the first stroke

o
f

the fatal bell.

villagers would not; but would
anybody at last spoil her work?

What was that distant sound over the hills? She started. Was

it horses’ feet? Was it the soldiers? I
t was it was! Then he was

saved!
As the galloping horsemen drew near, she stood sentry a

tower door, guarding that cruel bell.
Then, with the dart o

swallow, she reached them a
s they rode up to the church-yard gate,

and told them where her lover lay. They made straightway t
o the

prison, and set him free.

In a moment it became known in the town that it was through

her daring and endurance that the soldiers had arrived i
n time to

save his life; and al
l

were loud in praise o
f

the heroic girl.
