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NOTE TO THE SECOND EDITION. 

These volumes form a second and enlarged edition of my first publi­
cation of Armenian ecclesiastical airs, Melodies of the Armenian 

Liturgy, published at Calcutta, in 1896. 
The additional matter consists, principally, of an ante-liturgical 

Sunday hymn and the prayers immediately preceding the Liturgy; about 
thirty hymns for different Festivals sung during the celebration of 
the Liturgy; the ceremony for the blessing of grapes, performed on 
the Sunday of the Assumption of the Holy Virgin; hymns sung be­
fore the reading of episcopal letters; and a service of intercession for 
the souls of the departed. 

In acknowledging the kind help received in my work, I have already 
mentioned in the preface to the first edition, that the translations of 
the Liturgy and of most of the feast-day hymns were made by 
Mr. ~. Mellik-Beglar (since deceased), and that several other feast-day 
hymns were translated by the late Mr. Thomas Malcolm, who in addition 
gave me much valued help in the course of my work. For the translations 
of the hymns added in this edition, I have to thank the Rev. V. S. Vardan, 
who also kindly assisted me by rendering into Armenian, where it was 
practical, the directions I have now found necessary to insert _ for the 
guidance of the choir. These instructions, where they occur in the 
course of the service, are enclosed in square brackets, and the g reater 
portion are printed in the Armenian equivalent for Roman type, while 
the rubric of the Liturgy is printed in Armenian italics. References, 
and certain directions concerning the singing, will be found in italics, but 
these, . obviously, cannot be mistaken for any part of the rubric proper . 

The object of this publication is two-fold: -

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INTRODUCTORY NOTE. 

About the year 1850 Archbi~hop Thaddeus was appointed to the 
see of New Julfa in Ispahan. The Armenians of New Julfa are 

the descendants of the inhabitants of the town of Julfa in Armenia, 
formerly situated on the confines of Persia, whence, about the year 
1605, Shah Abbas of Persia commanded that the entire population 
should remove to his province of Ispahan, where he desired that they 
should settle for the improvement of his Persian subjects in trade 
and handicrafts. To enforce the carrying out of his order the town 
of J ulfa was destroyed by his soldiery. Many of the unfortuna.te people 
thus forcibly removed from their homes perished on the way. It is 
said that about 12000 reached Ispahan, where land was given them 
whereon they built houses and churches, calling the town .X ew Julfa, 
in remembrance of their former home. 

Archbishop Thaddeus, a native of Erivan, was greatly renowned at 
Etchmiatsin, the mother-see of the Armenian Church and the seat of 
the Catholicos (the head of the Chl!-rch), for his knowledge of ecclesiastic 
melodies, and the accuracy of his singing according to the ancient modes. 
One of the most energetic reforms carried out by him in his diocese 
was in connection with the reform of the conduct of church services. 
In J ulfa, owing to the isolated position of the settlement, the old 
traditional way of singing bad been preserved intact, but at this time, for 
some reason or another, it was deteriorating, and in danger of being lost. 
The Archbishop, therefore, personally undertook the revival of the 
ancient manner by himself training the choir-boys of the churches and 
the future priests of his diocese. One of the best known of these was 
the late Rev. P. H. Jacob. It is from his singing that these melodies 
of the Armenian Church, according to the training received by him 
from Archbishop Thaddeus, were written down by me, note by note, 
and revised until Father Jacob expressed himself to be satisfied with 
the result. They were then harmonised, with the assistance of Dr. Slater, 
then organist of S. Paul's Cathedral, Calcutta. 
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These volumes contain only a portion of the melodies written 
down by me from the singing of Father Jacob. In the Armenian 
H ymnal, and Book of H ours, there are certain musical signs, the 
survival of the ancient neumes, printed over the words. These signs 
are of some assistance to the singer in pointing the melodies, but they 
do not indicate th!! various characteristics of the modes, since the same 
signs are found over hymns of every mode. Beyond these Father J acob 
had no guide but his memory. The airs, as r endered by him, proved 
to be supe).'ior in musical form and development, and in faithfulness 
to the different modal cadences, to the same airs as rendered by others. 

The part of the Celebrant, inadvertently omitted, was taken down 
from the Rev. Isaac (or Sahak), another and older pupil of Archbishop 
Thaddeus, in the absence of the Rev. P. H . Jacob from Calcutta. 

Some liturgiological au thorities, principally Neale's History of the 
Eastern Church, and Neale and Littledale's Translations of P rimitive 
Liturgies, were consulted when writing my comparison of the Armenian 
Liturgy · with other Eastern liturgies. 

The Translitei·ation. No transliteration can convey a correct pro­
nunciation of Armenian. I have adopted the simplest forms possible. 

A = ah i = ee gh, kh, gutturals. 
!i. = a in fate u = 00 r is pronounced as a double r. 
ai = i in line ii = u in up Ov as o in bolt, orb as o in or, 

pronouncing the r strongly. 
Uo is the most difficult sound to convey: It should be pronounced

In the Ecclesiastical History of Eusebius an account may be found 
of the letter written by Avak-harr, or Abgarus, ruler of Upper Armenia 
in the lifetime of CHRIST, inviting Our L oRD to quit Palestine and to 
go to Eclessa, where he would no longer suffer the persecutions of the 
J ews. This letter was chronicled in the archives of Edessa, and thence 
copied and translated from the Syriac by Eusebius. There is also a 
narrative, from the same source, of the mission of S. Thaddeus to 
Edessa after the Ascension of Our L onn ; of the baptism of the king, 
his household, and of many others; and of the ordaining by S. Thaddeus 
of bishops or presbyters, the first being Athey in the year 34, the 
next, Zacharia, in 40, and Zthaddeus in 60, all three in Edessa. In 
60 or 65 Bartholomew came to Armenia after preaching the Gospel 
in Persia, Arabia, Khorassan, and, it is said, in India. S. Thaddeus 
also ordained Theophilus in Cesarea in 40, Bartholomew in Armenia 
Major, and others in 67. He was martyred by the ruler of Lower 
Armenia. Theophilus is considered (there being no other bishop of 
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that name at the time, and he having written to S.Luke for information), 
to have been the "most excellent Theophilus" of Luke I. 3. After 
these, others succeeded in Cesarea; Alexander in 210, Bermilianus 
in 230, Cleniu~ in 272, then Leontius, who consecrated S. Gregory the 
Illuminator.! 

In spite of terrible and ceaseless persecution, the light kindled by 
the Apostle was never completely extinguished, and the scattered believers 
in Armenia were in spiritual union with the churches in Jerusalem 
and Cesarea, using the same forms of prayer. S. Gregory was a 
Parthian belonging to the royal family of the Arsacidian dynasty, whose 
rule in Parthia began in B.C. 280, a younger branch reigning in Ar menia 
from B."C. 150. Anak, father of S. Gregory, was the chief of the clan 
of the field-marshal, or commander-in-chief, who alone had the right of 
crowning the kings of Parthia. Anak deserted to Artaxerxes, or Ardashir, 
of Persia, and treacherously assassinated his own kinsman Khosroes 
of Armenia. Anak was in turn assassinated with all his family, ex­
cepting the infant Gregory, who was saved by his Christian foster­
mother, and by her brought up in the faith at Cesarea, where, later 
on, he married Mary, the daughter of a prince named David. After 
the birth of two sons, Aristaces and V.erthanes, Mary entered a con­
vent, and S. Gregory went to Armenia, with the intention of making 
amends for the sin of his father by converting his kinsman Tiridates 
the king, son of the murdered Khosroes, at whose court the worship 
of the goddess Anahid, or Diana, prevailed. But i t was only after 
great persecution, and after undergoing agonising bodily torture, and 
several years of confinement in a pit, as well as many other sufferings, 
that S. Gregory finally accomplished, not only the conversion and baptism 
of Tiridates the king, but of all his court, and firmly established 
Christianity throughout the land. In 302 he went, by order of the 
king, to Cesarea, to be there consecrated Patriarch of Armenia by 
L eontius, Patriarch of Cesarea. 

The great work of the Illuminator was the foundation and organisation 
of a National Church, with all its rites and ceremonies. Besides wliich 
he established monasteries and schools of learning, and built churches 
in every part of the country, ordaining hundreds of priests. After 
this, he abdicated, and retired from the world, appointing his son 
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Aristaces Patriarch in his stead, and died in 331. Aristaces was suc­
ceeded by his brother Verthanes, and the patriarchate descended in a 
direct line from father to son, Verthanes, Hussigh, Athanasius, Nierses 
the Great, S. Isaac. 

S. Isaac accomplished much in the cause of national progress. Up 
to this time, the nation possessed no alphabet, the language having 
been written in Persian, Greek, and Syriac letters. \Vith the aid of 
S. Mesrope, a disciple of S. Isaac's father, Kierses the Great, an alphabet 
was arranged or invented, the actual invention or arrangement being 
the work of S. Mesrope, in the year 406. To him is also due the 
invention of the Georgian alphabet, made at the request of the Georgian 
king and chief bishops. In 400 S. Isaac passed away, and S. Mesrope 
followed him a year later. The hymnal of the Armenian Church owes 
much to these Saints, especially the Lenten portion. S. i\Iesrope is 
the author of the greater part of the Book of Ritual, or Mashthuots, 
of much of the Book of Hours, and of the Calendar. Together the 
two Saints revised the Liturgy received from the Illuminator, and their 
last work was a new translation of the Bible, said by learned men 
to be the "queen of versions," on account of its great accuracy, and 
of the beauty of its style. 

THE LITURGY. 

Liturgiologists divide the liturgies of the Eastern Chmches into 
three grand divisions. 

I. That of Jerusalem, OT of S. James. 
IL That of Alexandria, or of S. l\Iark. 

III. That of Edessa1 or of S. Thaddeus. 
The Liturgy associated with the name of S. James is certainly not 

of later, and is probably of much earlier, date than 200 A. D. From 
it are derived forty Syro-Jacobite offices, as well as the Liturgy of 
S. Basil, and its off-shoots, the Liturgy of S. Chrysostom (in the 
ordinary use of the Greek Church}, and the Armeno-Gregorian1 or 
Liturgy of the Church of Armenia. This is associated with the name 
of S. Gregory the Illuminator, and is said to have remained unchanged 
from the period of his organisation of the church up to the present day. 
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There is nothing, however, excepting his concluding doxology to the 
Creed, to show that S. Gregory had anything to do with its compo­
sition. The form used by him would naturally have been the one in 
use at Cesarea and at J erusalem, since the churches \vere in such 
intimate union that all the Armenian Patriarchs, up to and inclusive 
of S. Isaac, were consecrated at Cesarea in Cappadocia, Western 
Armenia. W'hen SS. Isaac and Mesrope revised the Liturgy received 
from S. Gregory, they made several additions to it; and, in 480, 
when Johan Mandakunian had inserted prayers from S. Chrysostom 
and S. Basil, the Liturgy had, in its principal features, probably 
developed into what is in use at the present day. That is, practically 
the Liturgy of S. Chrysostom, with some later additions from Arme­
nian writers. 

Like all ancient liturgies, it may be divided into three parts. 
I. The Office of the Prothesis, or Credence Table (p. 144). 

IL The Pro-Anaphora, or Liturgy of the Catechumens (p. 157). 
UL The Anaphora, or Liturgy of the Faithful (p. 562). 

The term used in Armenian for the word Liturgy, signifying the 
Office of the Holy Eucharist, is U"Lf'f" IJ)mmmpwq, surp patharak, li terally 
translated, the H oly Mystical Oblation. This term does not convey 
the sacrificial meaning now attached to the Roman word mass. Had 
a sacrificial meaning been intended, the word used would have been 
'l"t; , xuoh, or 'L b't111L3i., xienum'n. The word patharak may also be 
interpreted thus - pathar, perfect grace, and ak, habitation - the 
habitation of perfect grace. 

Preceding the Pro-Anaphora, but not forming part of the Liturgy 
proper, are the Preparatory Prayers of the Celebrant, said in the 
vestry while he is robing. The first is ident ical with, but the following 
shorter versicles differ somewhat from the corresponding prayers in the 
Chrysostomic office. Meanwhile, in the north choir, is being sung 
the Robing H ymn of Varthapiet Khachathur of Taron, p . 21. The Priest, 
having robed, enters the choir anP. passes to the tribune in front of 
the altar, where he washes his hands, rel'eating a psalm in antiphon 
with the deacon, or the thurifer, or another priest. As he ends, the 
last verse, p. 46, (il•w11w w 11 1r1,~'11wL"f' (an addition to the Robing H ymn) 
is sung, and, turning, he makes the sign of the Cross over the congre-

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gation. After his public confession and a few short supplications, he 
ascends to the altar, intoning another psalm antiphonally with the 
thurifer. The curtain is drawn, in the case of a Priest Celebrant, 
and the Office of the Prothesis follows, p. 144, at the little niche or 
chapel on the north wall of the sanctuary. (See plan.) 

'Vben a Bishop is Celebrant, the curtain remains withdrawn until 
he has said, privately, the prayers of S. Gregory of Narieg (951-1003), 
p. 117, a writer greatly famed for the eloquence and poetical mystic 
beauty of his writings, which include commentaries, homilies, lamen­
tations or elegies, canticles and religious songs. 

OFFICE OF THE PROTHESIS. 

This differs greatly from the elaborate ritual of the Chrysostomic 
liturgy. A shorter and simpler rite is known to have been originally 
used at Constantinople, and i t may be that the Armenian resembles 
the earlier form. 

Three wafers of unleavened bread are made earlier in the morning 
by the priest, while reciting certain prayers and psalms. These are 
stamped with the Figure of the Crucified, but one only is consecrated 
(the others are generally given to some one of the congregation) and 
the remainder of the wafer bread, the antidoron, is distributed to the 
congregation either during the serYicc, near the close, or after the 
service is over. The wine is pure. No water is added, as in the 
Greek rite. The Armenian Church believes that Cums'£ kept the 
Passover in the orthodox way, that is, with unleavened bread, and wine 
unmixed with water. Therefore does she keep the Eucharistic feast 
with unmixed chalice and unleavened bread, acknowledging as her only 
guide the example set by 0 un Lonn Himself. 

The Prayer of the Protltesis, mentioned in the rubric, p. 144, as 
Chrysostomic, is taken from the Liturgy of S. James, where it is said 
at the Great Entrance, when the oblations are brought from the 
Prothesis to the Altar. The Choir has meanwhile been singing a 
Canticle, followed by the Incensing Ilymn, fifth verse, p. 126, an Armenian 
composition generally ascribed to S. Nierses Clajensis (the Graceful}, 
and dating from t.he twelft.h century. Canticles, the Incensing Hymn, 
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and the Chashu Hymns, are not part of the Liturgy proper, nor is 
the Robing Hymn which is sung at the beginning. 

The curtain being withdrawn, the Priest descends into the chancel 
by the north, censing, and ascends by the south, and the 

PRO-ANAP HORA 

commences with the Introit. 
The Introit of the Chrysostomic liturgy consists of three antiphona, 

introduced into the service by Ignatius, Bishop of Antioch, and com­
posed of verses from the psalms with prayers by the Priest. The second 
introit ends with the celebrated Initial H ymn, or Introit, from the 
liturgies of S. James and S. Mark, and the third with troparia appro­
priate to the day. 

The Armenian differs by placing the Initial H ymn at the beginning, 
p. 158, but the Priest's prayers are the same, and the place of the 
troparia is taken by the Oltashu, or Hymn of the ninth hour, the only 
hymn from the daily offices inserted in .the Liturgy. The

now takes place, p. 44 7; the corresponding prayers in the Greek liturgy 
being said privately by the Priest while the Book of the Gospels is 
taken from the altar, carried round it, and again placed on i t, thus 
typifying the Incarnation of the w·onn into the world. 

Meanwhile the Choristers sing the 'l'risagion. 
This hymn is exceedingly ancient, probably apostolic. T~e words 

in the Greek arc, "HOLY Gon, HOLY MIGHTY, H or,Y brMORTAL, have 
mercy upon us,'' and are addressed to the TnrnITY. The Armenian 
differs by inserting a clause varying according to the day, rendering 
the hymn an address to ONE of the P ERSONS of the TmNI'.l'Y. The 
clause for Lent and fasting days is that known as the addition of 
Peter the Fuller, "Thou TV!w wast crucified for us, have mercy upon 
us." · But Armenian tradition ascribes these words to an utterance of 
S. Joseph of Arimathrea, at the Descent from the Cross. This tradition 
is, that the disciples and Joseph of Arimathroa were unable to draw 
out the nails from the HoLY HANDS and FEET, and that all their 
efforts were of no avail, until Joseph, who had not openly confessed 
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his faith, fearing that their difficulty was caused by his own unworthi­
ness, knelt down and prayed aloud, " H OLY Goo, Hor,y l\hcn·ry, 
HoLY hrnonTAI,, Thou 1Vho wast crucified for us, have mercy upon 
us." And that then the nails, which had firmly resisted all their 
endeavours, were easily withdrawn, and the Hor.y BoDY brought down 

from the Cross. 
After an exhortation by the Deacon or Acolytes, p. 465, there follow 

the Lections of the Prophecy - the Greek and Armenian being the 
only Eastern rites still retaining this lection - and of the Epistles, 
followed by the Alleluia, ·and then the Gospel, after which the Greed 
is said, by the Celebrant, or by another priest, if one be present. 

In 325 S. Gregory and the king Tiridates were invited to attend 

the Council of Nicroa by the emperor Constantine, but the king declined 
on account of troubles with neighbouring states, and the Illuminator's 
retiring disposition caused him to depute his son Aristaces to attend 

the council in his stead. The articles of the Creed being brought to 
Armenia, S. Gregory incorporated them in the liturgy, and added his 
own concluding doxology of worship and praise. The differences be­
tween the Armenian Creed and that of the Council of Nicroa consist 
in explanatory amplifications of some of the clauses, and in some other 
matter directed against heresies. Obviously the Filioque clause finds 
no place in it on account of its early date. In no other liturgy is the 
Creed heard by the Catcchumens, S. Chrysostom and others placing 
it after their dismissal. 

The next exhortation, or litany, is, according to S. Chrysostom, 
followed by a prayer for the catecbumens, but the Armenian bas, 
instead, a prayer for the third hour, probably by S. Basil. Then comes 
the dismissal of the Catechumens, p. 504, and after this S. Chrysostom 
has two prayers for the faithful, but the Armenians sing a hymn, lf w11-

1'f!'l1 Sf. 1,,,,'J,,,,/1 ,,,~,, Jllarmin 'J'iirunakan, p. 506. The words of this hymn 
are as follows, "The Bon> of the Lonn and the BLOOD of the SAvroun 
is at hand," but they have often been incorrectly translated "is 
before us," and, consecration not yet having taken place, this has 

led to much misapprehension. The words ~"'J "''""2/•, could only 
have been translated "before us" in the sense of something not yet 
attained to, and not in the sense of something actually present. 
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THE GREAT ENTRANCE .. 
The Great Entr(}Jnce now takes place, the holy gifts in the veiled 

Chalice being carried from tlie Prothesis to the Altar. This is only 
done by the Celebrant if no other priest be present, otherwise he does 
not leave the Altar, here differing from the Greek rite, in which the 
Great Entrance is always made by the Celebrant. W'hile the chalice 
is being transferred the bearer r epeats the psalm on p. 613, ending 
with the last verses said antiphonally with the Celebrant before the 
Chalice is placed on the Altar. The Choristers meanwhile are singing 
one of the Holy Hymns of Oblation (which all end with a trisagion), 
p. 514. The Celebrant says the prayer from the Greek liturgy, p. 509. 

The Cherubic Hymn. In the Chrysostomic and other litu rgies, the 
Cherubic Hymn is said by the priest and sung by the choir at the 
Great Entrance. In the Armenian it is appointed for great festivals 
only, when it is sung at a procession, the priest bearing the Chalice 
bringing it down in procession from the sanctuary, passing in front of 
the altar, and ascending again at the south. He chants aloud the 
verses of the psalm \vhich is said in a low voice on other days, and 
the Choristers sing the Cherubic Hymn in between the verses. The 
order of the service, from the Amen on p. 503, is changed, the Holy 
Hymn of Oblation is sung before the Chalice is removed from the 
Prothesis, as will be seen from pp. 538- 549. "When the Celebrant 
has received the Chalice with his final words, the Choristers sing a 
threefold Alleluia. The whole forms an impressive and stately ceremonial. 

The Cherubic Hymn dates from the time of Justinian, and the ac­
companying prayer of the Celebrant is therefore considered an insertion, 
not being found in the most ancient MS. of this liturgy. 

After a short exhortation, the Celebrant says a Prayer o/ Oblation 
by S. Athanasius, instead of the one by S. Chrysostom, and the Kiss 
of Peace follows, succeeded by some short versicles and responses very 
similar to the Greek (excepting that in the latter the Creed is now 
said), and the Pro-Anaphora closes with an injunction to guard the 
doors. 

This injunction is · now said to have referred in a mystical sense to 
the barring of our minds against worldly thoughts, and it may now 
be taken in that light. But in those days it was a practical and 
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necessary precaution against the intrusion of the heathen, who imitated 
and profaned Christian rites. At the dismissal the Greek Liturgy of 
S. _James has, - Let none of the uninitiated : cast your eyes upon 
each other: the doors, all upright. The First Syro-Jacobite norm has, 
Ye that are baptised, draw nigh to peace; shut the qoors. There are 
many othe1· instances. In other rites the shutting of the doors takes 
place at different times. 

THE ANAPHORA. 

The Anaphora, or Liturgy proper 1 commences with Lift up your 
minds (hearts), the Sursum Corda of the \Vest, and the usual responses. 
It may be subdivided as follows: 

The Great Eucharistic Prayer, beginning with the lllation or Preface, 
and ending with the Commemoration of the Institution. 

The Consecration, beginning with the ·words of Institution and ending 
with the Prayer for the Change of Elements, including the Invocation. 

The Great Intercessory Prayer, beginning with the General Inter­
cession and ending with the Prayer of Inclil1ation (also called the 
Prayer of Humble access). 

The Communion, from the Elevation to the Thanksgiving. 
The norm of the Illation or Preface is very much the same rn all 

litmgies. The Eastern Preface is invariable, unlike the changing 
prefaces of the \Vest. 

The Armenian Illation, p. 564, resembles those of S. James, S. Basil 
and S. Chrysostom, and ends in much the same way; the last sentence 
is said aloud, introducing the Triumphal H ymn, p. 572, identical in 
all these rites, and the Prayer of Consecration follows. This differs 
slightly, but in the general tenor agrees with all three. The last clause 
before the \Vords of Insti tution is the same. After this, the Armenian 
liturgy has a hymn, the first of three hymns to the TmNITY1 Amen, 
Heavenly Father, during which the Celebrant continues the prayer, 
making the Second Oblation, p. 581, which the choir follows with the 
thanksgiving of S. Basil and S. Chrysostom. The confession of un­
worthiness is said meanwhile, p. 583 - S. Chrysostom apparently here 
has nothing parallel - and after a blessing, the Choir sing the second 
hymn, to Gon THE SoN, In Thy Presence, 0 Lord, p. 585. 
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\Vhile they sing, the IN VOCATION and the ACT 01'' CONSECRATION take place. 
The blessing of the Bread and of the Wine is said thrice, and then 

of the two together thrice also. Up to now, the Celebrant when 
praying has held up his hands, but after this be may not raise them. 
As in S. Chrysostom and S. Basil, the Consecration is followed by 
the words "changing them by Thy HOLY Srrnn." After this, the Act 
is now complete. 

Tiu; Diptyohs, There follows the Great Intercession for the Quick and 
the Dead, found in all five families of liturgies, Eastern and \Vestern, 
but varying in its position. The Armenian follows what is considered 
the general rule of the church in placing it between the !NVOCA'.UON 
and the LORD'S PnA YER. 

On the part of the choir the Invocation is followed by the third 
hymn to the TRINITY, the one to the HOLY Srml'l'1 p. 589, for rest to 
depar ted souls. The Celebrant's intercessions are for peace and safety 
fo r all. S. Chrysostom here first places the intercession for all the 
faithful departed and the commemoration of the Holy Virgin, after 
which the choir sings the hymn "In thee, 0 full of grace, all creat.ion 
rejoices." Then follow the diptychs and the prayers for the church, 
and for all the living. 

The Armenian has a general mention of the living and the departed, 
then begins the diptychs by a commemoration of the Holy Virgin, p. 592. 
There is no hymn to the Blessed Virgin. The Diptychs of the De­
parted follow, including many saints, holy fathers, kings, and others, 
the last petition being for "all of every age, in general, men and 
women, old men and children, who hav~ fallen asleep in the faith of 
Christ. " Meanwhile a prayer for the Church by the Celebrant, then 
aloud, the prayer for the Catholicos and for the Bishop of the Diocese. 
Then a general thanksgiving is sung in the Sanctuary, the private 
prayer for the Celebrant resembling S. Basil's in the same place. 

The ending of the Celebrant's preface to the Lonn's Prayer, and 
the Embolismus much resemble what is found in the other liturgies. 
Then comes 

'l'HE ELEVATION 

which is made by the Celebrant with the same words as in S. James, 
S. Basil, and S. Ghrysostom. 
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The hymn following the Elevation, 'l'hou 011/y lloly, p. 624, is to 
be found in all the three other liturgies, but is followed in the Ar­
menian by blessings to the TRINITY, culminating in another hymn by 
the Choir, p. 629. The Celebrant's prayer is the one which in the 
Chrysostomie precedes the Elevation. 

In the Armenian the Priest again elevates the Chalice, p. 635, and 
the curtain is drawn. In penitential seasons the "Lol'rl have mere!/' 
is sung, p. 674, preceded by suitable hymns, p. 636. Then the choir 
sing versicles similar to those of SS. James and Chrysostom. Mean­
while the Communion of the Priest takes place, the accompanying 
prayers being apparently from the Greek, and then, the curtain having 
been withdrawn, the Communion of the people, in both kinds, the 
BRl>AD having been dipped into the WINE, p. 711. Hymns of thanks­
giving follow, the last of which, the Kans hymns, p. 740, are evidently 
later additions, till, on the conclusion of the Celebrant's post-communion 
prayers, the curtain is withdrawn, and he descends into the tribune, p. 848, 
where he says the PRAYER BEHIND THE A~rnoN of S. Chrysostom and 
S. Basil. The service in these rites ends here with the Dismissal and 
a psalm, but in the Armenian the Celebrant reads a second Gospel, 
the first chapter of S. John, or, during Eastertide, John XXI. 15., an 
insertion considered to be borrowed from the Latin. Then the Dis­
missal is given, and the service ends with a psalm, the Celebrant dis­
robing after the Dismissal, and not before, as is done in the Greek rite. 

The part audibly taken by the Celebrant, it will be seen, is small. 
The greater portion of the service consists of hymns, exhortations, ver­
sicles, and responses, by the Choir, who stand in two divisions, one 
above in the Sanctuary, and the other below in the tribune. The name 
applied to those in the Sanctuary is ij w11~w1.111'1, sarkavak, meaning 
deacon. But in parish churches most of that part of the service sung 
or said in the Sanctuary may be performed by persons not necessarily 
in minor orders. The word sarkavak has for this r eason been trans­
lated in this book by Acolyte instead of Deacon. The parts which 
may not be said by one not in minor orders, will be found to have the 
word Deacon prefixed. The Deacon, who is also the Thurifer, stands 
on the right of the Celebrant. 

The term designating those who stand below in the tribune (see plan) 
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is '}uJ/•t'./! 1 Clerks or Choristers. I have given the latter word the 
preference. They stand facing the altar, and the Acolytes above stand 
in single or double file, facing eastwards, on one or both sides of the 
Sanctuary. 

An Armenian Church consists of the Sanctuary with a vestry and 
treasury, or sacristy, to the north and south of the Sanctuary, and of 
a chancel, a nave1 and a porch. The Sanctuary is on a higher level 
than the Chancel, and the Chancel again slightly higher than the Church. 
The Altar in the Sanctuary is an isolated square structure of a table, 
with steps or degrees rising from the back of it. In the centre is 
the consecrated moveable block of stone on which the chalice stands 
during the celebration, and on which lies at all times a volume of 
the Gospels representing the Presence of CnmsT. This book may not 
be bound in leather. On the Altar stands a cross painted with the 
Crucified Figure 1 and a picture of the Virgin and Child. A light 
always burns in front of the Altar and a picture hangs above. No 
crucifix or statues are allowed, nor the raised cikon of the Greeks, 
the curtain taking the place of the cikonosfasio11. The Liturgy may only 
be celebrated once in the day, and properly speaking, there should be 
only one Altar. ln the ancient plan of an Armenian Church found 
in the l\fashthuots, or Book of Ritual, there is no sign of the smaller 
altars now found in the churches. 

The niche in the north wall of the Sanctuary_ is the Ptothesis 1 or 
Chapel of the Credence, whe1·e the Elements are kept previous to the 
(}root Entrance, and where the Host is reserYed. The niche in the 
south wall is the reliquary, skcvi JJhulakion1 where the skevi, the appa­
ratus for the service of the Eucharist, were placed to be washed after 
the celebration, and then returned to the Prothesis. After several 
years had passed it was used as a depository for relics. These niches 
are a survival from the services held in the Catacombs, on the altar 
tomb of some holy person. It was a natural transition from placing the 
offerings before the altar, to reserving them in a niche or on a wall­
projection till wanted, and it is well known that the presence of some 
holy relic was in early times held essential to the consecration of an altar. 

The Chancel or Choir is <livided into three parts. The one to the 
north is calle<l the chief priest's, or archdeacon's choir1 and the one 
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to the south the precentor's. lo the daily services singers stand in 
both choirs facing eastwards and sing antiphonally from both. The 
central and largest portion is the ,,,,,,f,,,,'r,, tribune (exedra, apsis). 
The choristers stand here during the celebrntion of the Liturgy, here 
the lections take place, and the psalms and prayers are read from a 
desk, facing the altar. The nave is occupied by the congregation, 
according to ancient usage the men stand in front, and the women and 
children behind, or in a gallery. There should be no seats excepting the 
Bishop's chair. The porch, or ~ronaos, is often only the westernmost 
portion of the church, and but little separated from the nave. If 
outside, it was called the narthex, or scourge, and was formerly occu­
pied by the penitents, who were excluded from the nave. Probably 
the catechumens stood there also, during the Anaphora. Four pillars 
in the nave support the dome. Sixteen foundation stones arc laid in 
the walls in the names of the Apostles and of the Illuminator. 

The internal arrangements recall the basilica, the prototype of t_he 
Christian Church, and the outer shape of the building, with tho ex­
ception of the dome, is that ancient one laid down for a Church in 
the Apostolic Constitutions, the oblong square. "And first let the 
building be oblong, turned to the east .... fo r that it is like a ship." 

The daily offices of the church are nine in number. They are con­
tained in the iJ•w1f;uti/•t•f. or Book of Hours, and they comprise many 
beautiful chants and hymns. Each office includes a special hymn 
taken from the (;u111111~111't1 or Hymnal, and each of these is preceded 
by an Antiphon, sung in the mode of the hymn. The first and longest 
of these hymns is the Hymn of Praise, or Ot•~',,11,/il/11'11, Orhnulhiun, 
belonging to the office said at dawn. It consists of n hymn in two or 
more parts, sung slowly, and of several shorter hymns of three verses 
each, inserted from different parts of the Hymnal and sung very quickly. 
The Doxology is always sung before the last verse, and not at the 
close of the hymn. The'next office is said at sunrise, and its principal 
hymn is called the ~,,,1,9, Jiarts, or Hymn of the Fathers; it is much 
shorter than the Orhnuthiun1 and is in two parts, with a second Antiphon. 
After n litany and a prayer, the hymn in honour of the Blessed Virgin 
is sung, which is called the lfb-Jm9,,~,,9J.-, JJJietsatsustsa, from the first word 
of the Antiphon. The next hymn taken from the Hymnal is a hymn of 
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penitence addressed to the H o LY Srrnn, called the n'l"l'J/r,,; l JVoghormia, 
also from the first word of the Antiphon. Another litany and prayers 
follow, then comes the St I' ,11r1,fj'11J.:i , Ti.ii' hierknits, in honour of the 
angels. Then there is the U'"'~'~ "'-~'ti , or Song of the Innocents. 

The next office includes the i"'L"'-, Ghashu. This is the only 
hymn from the daily offices which is included in the Liturgy. There 

is a rule that on those days when there is no i "'l"'-' Ghashu, included 
amongst the proper hymns, the Eucharist cannot be celebrated, but 
the origin and meaning of this rule seem to be unknown. 

The office including the Evening Hymn or ~ ""'i'"'l'J./1, Hampartsi1 

is said at sunset. 
The Antiphons to these hymns are the following. For the Oi·~~1111.(J/1t.~1 

Orlmuthiun1 "Sing ye to the Lonu, for He hath triumphed gloriously," 
(Oen. XV. 21}. For the z,,,,1,3 , Harts, ' ·Hlessed art Thou, 0 Lonn Oon 
of our fathers;" for the second part, "Dless the LonD, 0 Israel, bless 
H im and magnify H im for ever." For the hymn in honour of the 
Blessed Virgin, "My soul doth magnify the LonD, and my spirit hath 
rejoiced in GoD my SA noun." For the hymn to the H oly Spirit 
"Have mercy upon me, 0 Lonv, according to Thy great mercy;" for 
the hymn in honour of the Angels, "Praise ye the Lonn, from the 
hea,·cns, praise Him in the heights;" for the Song of the Innocents, 
"Praise ye the Lonn, praise, 0 ye children of the LonD, praise ye the 
NAllE of the Lonn." l"or the i "'L"'-' Chashu, "The Lord reigneth, 
He is apparelled with majesty," and for the ~""'i'"'l"tf• , Hampartsi, 
"I will lift mine eyes to the hills from whence cometh my help." 

These several antiphons form the keys to the melodies. There are 
over seventy of them; they form preludes to the following hymn, they 
pitch the key, and they indicate the mode. It is from a study of them 
that the singers learn the different modes. In this volume the complete 
set of i lUl"'- (Oltashu) antiphons will be found preceding the i"'l"'­
( Ohaslm) hymns for ordinary Sundays. These show the distinctive features 
at the beginnings and endings of hymns sung according to the eight 
ecclesiastical modes. 

The modes of Armenian ecclesiastical melodies were arranged by 
SS. Isaac and Mcsropc, no doubt from the modes of the Greek church, 
as a comparison of the two clearly shows. The eight Chashu hymns

referred to are ascribed to these Saints. The first mode appears to 
be the oldest, the Chashu of that mode seeming very ancient in its limited 
compass aud simplicity of form. It bears a strong resemblance to an 
air of the Sunday Liturgy of the Russian Church, to be found in a 
learned work on Byzantine music written by Dr. Hatherly, an ordained 
priest of the Greek Orthodox Church. The second mode seems closely 
allied to the first. The third appears to be the Dorian mode, or one 
greatly resembling it. The fourth mode is one to which many melo­
dious airs belong, particularly certain airs sung on Palm Sunday. The 
fifth mode is ~hf! Chromatic mode. In Dr. Hatherly's work there are 
over a hundred scales (or modes) of the chromatic genus , "of two 
distinct orders, 1) pure, in which both tetrachords are chromatic, and 
2) rnixed, in which one tetrachord is chromatic and the other diatonic." 
The sixth mode is characterised by triplets, .ascending and descending. 
The seventh mode modulates continually into the sub-dominant, and 
the ending, in its final notes, recalls a W estern hymn, which appears 
to have originally belonged to the same mode. The eighth mode 
has an ending in the minor. The general character of all is minor, 
but this one shows it in -a distinctive manner in the final ending. 

A variation of the first mode called first mode, second Yoice 
includes some very pleasing melodies, such as the Chashus for Ascen­
sion Day, and for Circumcision, pp. 348 and 260. The canticles have a 
very extended compass, indicating, together with this variation of the 
first mode, a comparatively later date. 

No actual difficulty was experienced in rendering these airs in modern 
notation, excepting the fact that the twelve notes in which modern 
use has confined the octave of the pianoforte are undoubtedly inade­
quate to interpret the intonations of the chromatic genus. 

FESTIVALS ~ND FASTS. 

All primitive Christian churches celebrated the Nativity of Our LoRD, 
the Epiphany or Manifestation (Adoration of the Magi), and the Baptism 
of Christ in the Jordan, on the same day. 

Later on some of the churches divided these festivals, observing 
them on different days, but the Armenian church has kept to the 
original custom and celebrates all at the s:\me time. 
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The Eve of the Nativity and the Manifestation of Christ, "Chrakaluits­
Tsuniznthian iev Astwatsahaithnuthia;n Christosi," (The Eve of the Birth 
and of the Manifestation of the Divinity [or Godhead) of Christ} are 
celebrated on January 18 (0. S. January 5), the Birth or Nativity and 
Baptism of our Lord Jesus Christ (Tsuni'lnthian i'ev Miikii1·thuthian 
Thiarn miertto Hisusi Clwistosi) on January 19 (0. S. January 6}. Ac­
cording to the rubric, - "And after the Holy Oblation they shall go 
(to the side of some river or stream of water) with Cross and Gospel 
and all the necessary ornaments," - the Baptism or the Blessing of Water 
is celebrated later in the day, after the liturgy of the morning which 
celebrates the Nativity. (This service will be found in full in my third 
publication, "Melodies of the offices for the Eves of Christmas and 
Easter, and for the Blessing of the 'Water on Christmas Day.") 

On the Octave of the Nativity is celebrated the "Name-giving" 
(Anvanakuochuthian} of our LORD, the feast of the Circumcision, and 
on the following day the Birth of John the Fore-runner, or S. John 
Baptist. But if this day, January 27, falls on a Sunday, S. John's 
day is translated to the next day, Monday. Sundays are Lord's Days, 
and Resurrection days, and the feasts of saints are not observed on 
this day. 

The next festival is that of the Presentation of Our LORD in the 
Temple, February 27. An ante-celebration, that is, the singing of the 
principal hymns appointed for the next morning, takes place on the 
evening of February 26, and at the end of this ser vice "they shall 
kindle the fire and sing the melody Christhuos p'harats thakavor." 
Candles are lit from the altar lights and held by the congregation. 

On the Saturday evening before" Pim pariel.-ienthan," or Cami val Sunday, 
the First Sunday of the Fast of Lent, a black curtain is hung before the 
sanctuary and drawn during the evening service, the altar remaining thus 
hidden from view until the Saturday before Palm Sunday when it is with­
drawn during the evening service. Should, however, the Presentation 
of Our LORD fall in Lent, it is withdrawn for that festival. Lent, 
properly speaking, begins from the Monday after the .First Sunday 
and lasts forty-eight days, of which the Sundays are also fast-days. 

Palm Sunday falls on the Seventh Sunday, and on the evening of 
that day the ceremony of the Opening of the Gates takes place. Thie 
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service will be found with the accompanying hymns (some of the 
mos( melodious of Armenian ecclesiastical airs) in my second publication, 
Pive Offices in Holy Week, togethe-1· with the O((we for Candlemas Eve. 

In the calendar of the Eastern Churches, the Paschal Feast falls 
generally one week later than in the Western. It sometimes occurs 
on the same day, and occasionally, but this is not very frequent, as 
much as four or five weeks later. It coincides with the Passover of 
the Jews. 

The Coming of the Holy Spirit, or Feast of Pentecost, after the ten 
days obser\'ed for ~he Ascension, is kept for seven days. A distinctive 
feature of the liturgy on Pentecost Sunday, occurring on no other day, 
is the singing of three hymns to the Holy Spirit during the Con­
secration, pp. 861-876. 

The Sunday after Pentecost is a Resurrection, or ordinary Sunday, 
the second Sunday is kept as the feast of the Holy Catholic Church 
of Etchmiatsin, the seat of the Catholicos, or Supreme Patriarch of all 
Armenians. According to the introit for this day, p. 166, a vision was 
there vouchsafed to S. Gregory the Illuminator, who built a church 
there in consequence, which became the seat of the head of the Church. 

The Transfiguration of Our Lord occurs on the fifth Sunday after 
the Feast of Etchmiatsin (or Descent of the Only Regotten). The 
Transfiguration is also called the Feast of Roses, evidently a pagan 
festival, as is usual in primitive churches, having been adapted to the 
calendar of Christianity. 

On the Feast of the Assumption of the Holy Birthgivcr of God, 
falling :a the end of August, the harvest of the vine is celebrated, 
the Blessing of the Grapes, p. 883, taking place during the celebration 
of the Liturgy on that day. 

The Armen~an tradition of the Assumption is the following. At fhe 
time of the death of the H oly Virgin at Jerusalem one of the apostles 
was absent. On his return, as he desired to behold the holy body 
of the Blessed Virgin, his brotht'r apostles opened the sepulchre. But 
it was found to be empty of the corpse of the Blessed One, and they 
heard the voices of angels singing to proclaim that her SON had 
descended from heaven and that the Virgin's body had been translated 
to the celestial regions. 
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The Festival of the ExALTAl'ION OF THE Cnoss takes. place on the 
S~nday between the 24th and 30th of September (11th and 17th 0. S.). 
The tradition is that the king Khosroes of Persia had taken away 
30 000 men captive from Jerusalem, and with them the Holy. Cross, 
which remained in Persia till the year 629, when king Heracles of 
the Greeks declared war against the Persians, whom he defeated. The 
Cross 'yas taken back to Jerusalem amidst the rejoicings. of Christen~om. 

On the second Sunday after the Exaltation occurs the feast of the 
Cnoss OF V ARAG. At the time of the persecutions of Christians by 
Diocletian in the fourth century, a holy virgin, named Ripsima, with 
her companions, took refuge in Armenia, having in their possession a 
piece o~ the h~ly Uross. They wer~ martyred by the king Tiridates 
previous to his conversion by s: Gregory the Illuminator. Hut before 
their martyrdom they had contrived to conceal this piece of the Crose 
in one of the hills of Varag, near the town of Van. Later, a hermit, 
named Thodik, discovered it, and it '~as removed from its place of 
con.cealment to one of the churches in Varag, the Catholicos Nierses, 
surnamed ~he Builder, inst.~iuting this feast in commemoration of 
the event. . 

The FINDING OF THE CROSS is celebrated on the seventh Sunday 
after the Exaltation. Rele~a, mother of Constantine the Great, went 
to Jerusalem on a pilgrimage, where the Jews were compelled to 
reveal the hiding place of the .True Cross. Three were found buried 
at Golgotha, but as doubt was felt as to which '~as the Cross, each one 
was placed on the corpse of a dead man, and the one which restored 
h·in:i to life was recognized as the one on which Our LoRD suffered. 

1;he 'dates of the immo'veable festivals will be· found In the following 
abstract of the calendar. The dates . o'f alf others, the days on which 
saints and martyrs, holy fathers and prophets are ' commemorated change 
every year . . A ~alendar ·is issued every year ' for 'this reason. Sundays, 
other than the fixed festivals which occur· on Suniiays, ~r"e Hesurrection 
days, Wednesdays and Fridays are penitential days. During 'certain 
fasting weeks, i . e.', the seven days preceding the ·Nativity· of Christ, the 
Transfigu~tion, the Assumption, and the Exaltation ~f the Cross; ' no 
saints' · days can b'e ceiebrated. Besides the. Fast of Lent, · thete are 
other fasts, the fast of the winter months, and days.of abstinence before 
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the celebration of certain festivals. The feasts observed in honour of 
the Holy Birthgiver of GoD arc her Conception, Birth, Presentation 
in the Temple, and the Annunciation, besides the Assumption, that is, 
the Repose and the Translation of the Blessed Virgin. 

The Purification and the Annunciation began to be celebrated since 
the fifth century, the Birth from the thirteenth century, the Presentation 
and the Conception from the seventeenth century. 

'fhere are two minor celebrations, the finding of the veil, and of the 
girdle, dating from the end of the eighteenth century. These occur 
on the sixth Sunday aft.er Pentecost and on the third after Assumption. 
But the character of the liturgical services on these Sundays, being 
Resurr ection days, is not affected by these commemorations. 

In this connection it is necessary to explain the term Holy Birth­
giver of GoD, which has been used by the late :Mr. Beglar throughout 
the translation in these volumes. 

In the most ancient Armenian writings, the same term is used in 
reference to the Holy Virgin as in the Gospels, the Mother of the Lord. 
Later on occur the words, Mothe1· of Ghrist. After the Council of 
Ephesus held in 451 to refute the heresies of Eutychus, who, amongst 
other things, used the word Birth.giver of JJfan, the Greeks adopted the 
term Theotokos, which was literally translated into Armenian Astwa­
tsatsin, meaning, one who brought forth, or gave birth, to Gon. Con­
siderably later we find the words Astwatsama'in-, Mother of God, but this 
is very rarely met with, while the general term is Astwalsatsin and 
1Jfa1"n· Astlmtsuo Panin, Mother of the Word of Goel. 

Where the translator has found Astwalsamdin·, be has translated it 
Mother of God, but Astwatsatsin has been invariably rendered Birth­
giver of God, for the following reasons. 

The word Mother is derived from the primitive Aryan root MA, 
to measure, to mete, the Aryan suffix TAR supplies the agency, there­
fore the primitive true meaning of Mother is Manager (of the house­
hold), applied to the person in the famj}y who measures out the food. 
The Armenian tsncmil, to give birth, is from the primitive Aryan root 
GA, more usual from GAN, the same as KAN of the Teutonic section, 
meaning to beget, to produce, to en use to germinate; tsauil, to be born 
(tsnogh, f.~in, birthgiver), evidently comes from the same Aryan root 
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as the Sanskrit janani, Lirthgiver, accidental or secondary meaning, 
mother. 

The word mother having lost the original meaning of food-measurer, 
and having, through common use, acquired one implying a creative 
element, it does not, for this latter reason, convey either the meaning 
of the word Astwatsatsin, nor is it a right equivalent to the Greek 
Theotokoe. 

On the other hand, Birthgiver rigidly translates Astwatsatsin and 
corresponds to Tlteotokos.
